• Application for admission to Ivy Tech Community College.  (As part of the
admissions process, you will be required to take an initial skills evaluation.
Please call the Office of Student Affairs at the Ivy Tech campus of your choice to
make an appointment.  Telephone numbers are listed on the previous page.)

• Home School/High school transcript.  (Students must have a minimum
GPA of 2.0 to qualify for the Merit Award and a 3.0 to be considered for the
Freshman Honors Award.)

• Required Attachment (Must be included for applicant to be considered
for scholarship awards.)  Please attach a one-page typed essay describing
your personal background and academic goals.  You may want to include any
or all of the following: reasons for choosing Ivy Tech and your specific
academic/career program, employment history, special interests or extracurricular
activities, goals upon graduation, etc.

• Required Attachment.  Please attach a letter of reference from a teacher,
employer, supervisor, clergy member or other individual person who is familiar
with your strengths and past performance (choose someone other than a
personal friend or family member.)
