Credit Students
The above information reports students on an “unduplicated” basis for Full Time, Part Time, and the Total cat-
egories.  FTE reports these students on a “full-time equivalent” basis.  For purposes of student count, the above 
full time data includes individuals who enrolled in 12 or more credit hours for a single term, or 24 or more credit 
hours for two or more terms.

Non-Credit Students
The above information for non-credit students represents total unduplicated non-credit registrations during the 
fiscal year.  This includes custom training courses as well as open enrollment in both professional development 
and personal enrichment courses.

Note    
On October 5, 2004 Governor Joseph Kernan announced that the partnership between Ivy Tech State College 
and Vincennes University will be dissolved and Ivy Tech will have sole responsibility for providing a community 
college curriculum at all 23 of its campuses.  The change is to be fully implemented by Fall Semester of the 
2005-06 academic year.  This initiative has subsequently been approved by both institutions’ Boards of Trustees, 
by the Community College Policy Committee, and by both the Legislative Council and the State Budget Committee.  

As a result, fiscal years 2001-02, and 2002-03 credit student data has been updated to include enrollments 
previously credited to Vincennes University as part of the original community college initiative.  To ensure more 
accurate annual comparisons, Ivy Tech official enrollment records are being changed to include the enrollment 
previously credited to Vincennes University.
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
