Dr. Todd J. Schroer is an Associate Professor of Sociology & Criminal Justice, and Chair of the Criminal
Justice Department at the University of Southern Indiana.

His
publications and presentations have focused on social movements’ usage of music and social media,
movement tactics, and contests over “deviant” identities. In the last decade he has focused on current
conspiracy theories, the overlap between U.S. and Nazi eugenic views and racial laws, the role of the
criminal justice system in the Third Reich, and Holocaust denial and distortion.
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
