
DATE: Tuesday, May 5, 2026 
 

LOCATION: Columbus North High School is located at 1400 25th Street in Columbus, IN.  The ceremony will take place 
in the auditorium. 
 

PARKING/ENTRANCE:  Most of the parking is located on the north side of the building. There is limited handicap 
parking on the west side of the building for those with mobility issues and a handicapped placard.  Guests should 
enter in door 8, located on the west side of the building.  
 

TIME: There will be two commencement ceremonies that will last approximately one hour each.   
 

The first ceremony beginning at 5:00 p.m. will be for students in the following schools:  Business, Logistics & Supply 
Chain; Entrepreneurship; Public Affairs & Social Services; Information Technology; Arts, Sciences & Education; 
Advanced Manufacturing, Engineering & Applied Science.  
 

The second ceremony beginning at 7:30 p.m. will be for students in the following schools: Health Sciences and 
Nursing.  This ceremony will also include the nursing pinning ceremony.   
 

 Doors open 60 minutes before each ceremony.  Please arrive early to allow time to park, walk to the building 
and find a seat.   

 Every guest, including children of all ages, must have a ticket. 
 Guest seating is offered on a first-come, first-served basis.   
 Strollers are not recommended.   
 As a courtesy to others, please remain seated until the ceremony ends. 
 Families are welcome to take pictures or video, but must remain seated as to not block the view of the stage 

for other guests. 
 The following accessibility accommodations will be provided during the ceremony:  

o ASL interpretation 
o Live transcription that can be accessed on a mobile device by scanning a QR code 
o Seating for physically challenged guests will be available in the auditorium.  Due to limited seating in 

that area, only one additional guest will be allowed to sit with that family member.  Ushers will be 
available to assist any family members with special needs.   

 Flowers and other graduate gifts will be available for purchase near the entrance of the auditorium.  
 Designate a meeting location outside of the building to reconnect with your graduate at the end of the 

ceremony.rejo 
 The Community Room at Ivy Tech’s Moravec Hall (2 miles north / 4475 Central Avenue) will also be open for 

viewing the commencement ceremonies.  Graduates and their families are welcome to stop by, enjoy a 
cupcake and take pictures before or after the ceremonies.
